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1. The book of Judges was written to show the consequences of religious unfaithfulness.
2. Deborah is the only woman judge, the only one to be called a prophet, and the only one described as performing a judicial function in the biblical text.
3. Deborah became known for her wisdom and courage and is the only woman of the Old Testament who is known for her own faith and action, not because of her relationship to her husband or another man.
4. We learn from Deborah’s song that:
a. Deborah is willing to make a sacrifice for the greater good.

b. Deborah is a praiser.
c. Deborah is a mother.
d. Deborah is a historian.
e. Deborah was a peacemaker.
